She returned to Pender Post Society
meetings in the 2000s, and volunteered to be a member of the Editorial Board and was an eagle-eyed proofresder.

We have had several cormmunity halls on North Pender over the years. When the community met at the ld Part Wash Hall
near the comer of Port Washington and Otter Bay Roads, Jean started a Hall Cormmittee. When the community outgrew
that building, Jean and others started work to g2t a new school with community wse of a gym,
kitchen, meeting rocm, etc. As the buildings and the names changed, lean carried on in

the capacities of either secretary or president of the Hall Committee for more than
twerty-five years.

She was a founding member of the Legion Ladies' Auxiliary and was a member of the
Farmers’ Institute for vears, serving for several years as Food Preservation Convenor

at the Fall Fair. She was a board member of the Pender Island Health Care Society for

haEny Years.

Jean also looked after subscriptions for the Gulf Island Concert Series, sat on the

Plurmn Tree Court Seniors’ Housing Society and Coleman-Rogers Bursary boards, and
volunteered at the Food Bank. In her “spare” time she read the books in preparation
